General Rules and Information:

1. The Columbia Balloon Invitational will be held at Corporate Lake, Columbia, MO. on Providence & Southampton
Rd. August 22 - 24, 2008.
2. There is an estimated attendance of 35,000 over the weekend!
3. Hours for food booths will be Friday the 8/22 and Saturday 8/23, 4 PM to 9 PM and Sunday 8/24 from 4 PM - 8
PM Balloons fly early in the morning and early evening. You may want to have your booth open and sell breakfast
food and coffee for those early morning flights. Please include on your application, under description of food to be
sold, if you will be selling breakfast items and coffee. Booth space will be 10' x 10'.
4. Application: The number of food booths accepted to participate in the Festival will be determined by the Food
Booth Committee. Completed applications must be received by August 15, 2008.
5. Food Booth vendors must obtain necessary food/food handling permits through the Boone County Health
Department and/or City of Columbia.
Prior to the operation of the booth, the owner/operator must apply for any permit and pay a permit fee if applicable.
Applications and fees cannot be accepted at the festival grounds. Any vendor that does not comply with this
requirement will not be allowed to operate.
6. In order to ensure the unique quality of the Columbia Balloon Invitational, all food vendors must have prior
approval of all items to be sold. Every food item should be clearly listed on the Festival Application.
7. Food vendors are required to have Liability Insurance, submit proof of insurance with application.
8. All food booths are required to meet uniform fire code regulations for tent, canopy and temporary membrane
structures. Food vendors are required to meet all requirements of the Columbia Department of Public Health.
10. Food vendors are responsible for a clean interior and exterior of your food booth. Timely garbage disposal is
absolutely necessary. At the completion of the festival on Sunday, all bags, boxes and containers with garbage
must be deposited in dumpsters and the site completely free of debris before departure from the site.
11. Fees will be non-refundable after August 20, 2008.
12. No electrical hookups are available.
